PROPOSAL FOR CONTINUED ASSISTANCE TO 
LUCENA SOCIAL WELFARE COMPLEX 2008:
1. Homelife furnishings of the new center/shelter for youthful offenders, the one you saw  that was almost completed except for the flooring and other finishing touches

2. Cooking and dining paraphernalia for the common kitchen, canteen, pantry and wash room slated for construction this year thru the Embassy of Japan and the City Government.  The old GCC building that you saw is for demolition to make way for this project.
3. A Bread Baking Project – needs tools, materials and equipment for training and for productivity purposes (kids could sell baked products to residents, day care centers and grade schools)

4. Clothing, School Supplies and Materials for Formal Schooling of the residents

5. Modernization of the City Library which caters to the majority of youth who could barely keep themselves in school.  This is the best support to 30% marginalized youth who could not afford to buy books. 

6. Expansion of the Geriatric and Adult Day Care.  This is a scheme to advocate for the establishment of adult day care and geriatric clinic to the barangays or villages.  Services for the senior citizens center at the Complex would be replicated to the various communities that could set aside a space for activities that would keep them physically, psychologically and  mentally active.  Assistance would be in terms of technical - capability building of volunteers in managing the center, planning and conducting appropriate activities; and provision of  tools/equipment for a small clinic where at least once a week, a volunteer doctor from RCCL could give free clinic.  Elderly Associations in the grassroots (33 chapters in all, one in each barangay) could be trained to handle their own affairs.  RCCL will sponsor hopefully with RCKW at least one community-based geriatric and adult day care.

Since 99% of the elderly sector are no longer holding remunerative jobs, there is high dependency on their children.  Despite this, when they are healthy, happy and functioning individuals, they could contribute much in their homes, like in sharing hilarious  stories of their youth, minding the children and the home, and even cooking and gardening.  With this program, the city would not be establishing nursing homes and assisted living facilities around, since the elders are accepted and integrated in their families.  

7. Wheel Chairs, crutches and other materials for the physical restoration of 

the persons with disability based on the needs-assessment of the PWD organization who man the Office of Persons with Disabilities at the complex


Details especially cost of each item will still be painstakingly canvassed and submitted later.  The above are just a list of the things we need and hope to be established in the interest of the people of Lucena.
